Once you are on the list, you will need to pick up your 
appointment card and Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) recycling container along with the list of 
materials being accepted. On the day of the collection you MUST bring your appointment card to recycle 
your HHW. Items will not be accepted without the original appointment card.
